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Glenn D. Haggstrom is the Principal Executive Director, Office of Acquisition, 
Logistics, and Construction. He joined VA in October 2008 with 34 years of 
Federal service and oversees the Office of Acquisition and Logistics and the 
Office of Construction and Facilities Management, and serves as the 
Department’s Acting Chief Acquisition Officer.  
 
As the advisor to the Deputy Secretary on acquisition, logistics, and 
construction issues he directs the development of policies, determines 
priorities, and establishes organizational goals and objectives for the 
acquisition and logistics, and construction and facilities management 
organizations. His responsibilities include overseeing Department-wide 
acquisition, contracting, contract administration, supply-chain processes, and 
the planning, design and construction of major facilities for VA. 
 
Prior to joining VA, Mr. Haggstrom was the Director, Office of Procurement 
and Property Management, U.S. Department of Agriculture. He was 
responsible for the policy, oversight, and guidance of the Department’s 
acquisition and contracting, sustainability, radiation safety, property portfolio 
and environmental cleanup programs.

As the command engineer, he was responsible for preparing 4,000 engineering professionals 
for worldwide responsibilities and directed and managed the development and execution of a multi-
billion dollar program for construction, operations, environmental stewardship, and emergency services 
necessary to operate 13 airbases across Europe and Asia. He retired from the U.S. Air Force in 2002 as 
a colonel with 28 years of service.
