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Target Information Sharing Matrix
The target information sharing matrix describes the type of information access and exchange services used for information classes associated with information flows that are described in the information flow diagram.
The information sharing service type of the DRM abstract model covers two primary aspects of data sharing for awareness, access, or exchange depending on the information sharing scenario: 

· Data Exchange: Fixed, recurring transactions between parties, such as the regular exchange of environmental testing data among federal, state, local, and tribal entities. These exchanges, as described above, are implemented with data exchange services.

· Data Access: Requests for data services, such as a query of a Data Asset.  These requests, as described above, are supported by Data Access Services
This artifact includes a table that can be leveraged to document target information exchanges.  The purpose is to understand the types of information to be shared, who produces the information from what type of data source (structured or unstructured), who will consume the information from what type of data source (structured or unstructured), and the information sharing service type needed to support the sharing requirement.  This table is intended to be expandable and extensible to include other columns or attributes that may be of interest to information flows for a particular segment.
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	*Data Sharing Service Types are either exchange services or access services as described in Federal Enterprise Architecture (FEA) Data Reference Model (DRM), Chapter 5. The type of data sharing service usually depends on the structured or unstructured nature of the provider’s data source to consumer’s structured or unstructured data source.
