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Establish Project in Test Tool
1. PURPOSE

This guide serves as a set of work instructions to establish a project in the IBM-Rational® Tools Suite, The Development Team establishes a “project” to store software testing and development information about the project. All IBM-Rational® tools update and retrieve data from the same project. A IBM-Rational® project consists of various projects and datastores such as an IBM-Rational® Test datastore, an IBM-Rational® RequisitePro project and an IBM-Rational® ClearQuest database.

2. RESPONSIBILITIES 

a. Development Manager or Test Analyst.  The Development Manager or Test Analyst is responsible for:

(1) Decides which IBM-Rational® Tools the project will utilize:
· IBM-Rational® RequisitePro - records and manages requirements.

· IBM-Rational® TestManager - manages testing - from initial test case planning, to test development, execution of the tests and analysis of the results.

· IBM-Rational® ClearQuest - records, tracks, closes, and reports various record types, such as, defects, change requests, issues, and risks.

· IBM-Rational® ClearCase - provides life cycle management and control of all configurable items.

· IBM-Rational® Functional Tester - used to perform functional and regression testing.

(2) Submits a Service Request asking the Rational Tools Technical Support Team to create a project in IBM-Rational® Administrator. 
3. STEPS
a. Rational Tools Service Request
(1) Submit Service Request to Rational Tools Technical Support Team to create the Project in IBM-Rational® Administrator along with the applicable IBM-Rational® Tools. Currently the URL link to submit a Service Request is located at http://vista.med.va.gov/tools/sr/.
(2) Obtain required security privileges for test team members. The Rational Tools Technical Support Team provides an Excel spreadsheet (Project_userIDs.xls) to be completed that includes fields for each user specifying name, phone, username, email address, location, role, ClearQuest group, and IBM-Rational® Training.

(3) Follow instructions provided by the Rational Tools Technical Support Team on how to connect the project, including link(s), to specific IBM-Rational® tools, username(s), passwords, and the INI file.

(4) Confirm team members have appropriate access to selected IBM-Rational® Tools.

a. For IBM-Rational® TestManager, identify test inputs. Test inputs built into TestManager are:
i. IBM-Rational® RequisitePro requirements
ii. IBM-Rational® Rose Model elements
iii. Values in Microsoft Excel spreadsheets

b. For IBM-Rational® ClearQuest:

i. Configure the IBM-Rational® ClearQuest (CQ) Named Lists that are needed to add values to several of the drop-down list fields. Many of the Named Lists are mandatory fields. ClearQuest is not usable until these mandatory fields have been configured. The CQ Windows client is needed to configure the Named List.

ii. Make sure all the CQ groups/roles are assigned to team members. Assign the Configuration Manager (CM) and Team Lead roles, as these roles are needed to transition the CQ records through the state flow.
iii. Create an email rule that will send an email notification for each CQ record when the state has been changed (or a new record submitted).
iv. Create common queries and reports that can be used and customized by team members.
