“Journey through Business Requirements” 
	Requirement Level
	Description

	Level 1
	Level of requirements sufficient for investment planning.  Captured in a document like an Operating Plan

	Level 2
	Level of requirements sufficient to set the scope of an initiative.  Describes the desired solution as a whole.  Captured in a document like the Business Requirements Document (BRD) version 1.  Used for initial conversation with OIT to set up an initiative (initial entry into ProPath – “stakeholder request”)

	Level 3
	Level of detail sufficient to describe functional requirements (from business perspective).  Also used to describe an increment of a larger solution.  Captured in BRD version 2 or in the output of a Requirements tool.

	Level 4
	Level of detail sufficient to describe the system technical (or increment) specification.  Documented by OIT
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
